The roles of JUDITH and ELFREIDE are played by the same young actress. The same is true 
for SOL/JACK and RUTH/IRENA. RADIO ANNOUNCER plays all other parts. 

PHYLLIS: 30’s, Narrator in the modern day. 

RADIO ANNOUNCER: A voice that establishes place and time or historically significant events. 

JUDITH: 8 year old girl in 1939. Lithuanian Jew. 

ELFREIDE MORGENSTERN: 9 year old girl in 1938. Polish/German Jew. 

SOL: 14 year boy old in 1938. Czech Jew.

JACK PRICE/IZAK PRJAS: 13 year old boy in 1942. Separated from family and survives by his 
Aryan appearance.

RUTH KLUGER: 20’s, Zionist. Agent of Aliyah Bet, the underground group bringing Jews to 
Israel. 

IRENA SENDLER: 20’s, Polish social worker. Head of the Children's Department in the Zegota, 
the Polish Council to Aid Jews. 

COUNTESS SOPHIE LUBOMIRSKA HUMNICKA: 30 years old in 1942. Wealthy Christian 
woman who saved Jews by letting them work on her property.

JEWISH ROMAN BOY: 9 year survivor in Italy.
